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Dr. Martha Matteo is currently serving as President, 2007 Board of Directors of the Society of Competitive Intelligence Professionals (SCIP).  She has been a member of the SCIP Board since 2005, was Vice President of the 2006 Board of Directors and Chairman of the newly chartered CI Foundation  Since 1995, Dr. Matteo has been speaking at SCIP and other venues on the subject of competitive technical intelligence (CTI) and has co-chaired two national CTI conference for SCIP.  In 2006, Dr. Matteo was a recipient of SCIP’s “Catalyst” award.  She has been an active member of SCIP since 1989, with particular interests in CTI and member networking.
